Scope of duties:
Volunteers assist Children’s Program staff by providing safe and fun activities for children in shelter.  Volunteers also provide assistance to primary caregivers by offering them peer support and/or giving them a break from supervision duties.  Children’s Program volunteers can be flexible in their activities with children and should assist in ways that feel most comfortable to them.

Areas of Responsibility:
1. Working with the Children’s Program staff to ensure safety for children and parental support as needed and/or when appropriate.

2. Provide informal play with children that provides attention and support to child residents.

3. Assist with homework tutoring.

4. Help Children’s Program staff with planned field trips.

5. Organize special activity time with children (i.e. arts & crafts projects, play games, story time, etc).

6. Co-facilitate play groups for children with Children’s Program staff.

7. Other projects as needed (i.e.playroom clean-up; book, toy, art supply, bicycle organizing; school supply organizing).

8. Document shift in Log Book as well as documenting events in individual resident’s log if necessary.  Logging hours in the Volunteer Book of Hours.

9. Supporting CWS rules and shelter policy.

REQUIREMENTS:  

· Completion of 40-hour training.

· Ability and willingness to work with children of various ages who have lived with family violence.

· Ability to use patience and empathy in interactions with young people and parents.

· Willingness to learn and have fun!
