Presentation times range from 15 minutes to a couple of hours.

2. Doing educational speaking engagements about domestic violence, rape and sexual assault to schools, churches, etc.

3. Prepare presentation outlines in conjunction with CWS staff

4. Assist CWS staff in developing educational materials

5. Assist CWS staff in promoting our community education program
